The launching of the ambitious Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY) in
Ranchi, on 23rd September has been published in the newspapers. About 89% of rural households and
82% of urban households have no access to health care insurance/assurance. Over 17% of Indian's
population spends at least 10% of household budget for health services. 24% of rural households and 18%
of urban households borrow money to meet health care expenses. (Saktivel Selvaraj & Preeti Kumar,
Deccan Herald, September 30, 2018). PMJAY is meant to reduce such catastrophic expenditure on
hospitalization for the poor. The insurance (health assurance) scheme aims to provide an annual health
cover of Rs.5 lakh per family for secondary and tertiary care hospitalization.

The programme, which will benefit about 100 million poor households or 500 million people, is touted by
BJP-led NAD government as the world's largest health care programme. As per news reports, treatment
for all started on 23rd September across the country. It is reported that the Prime Minister Modi said
that he considers this as service to the poor. He is reported to have said nearly 13,000 hospitals would
provide treatment under this scheme. While issuing Gold Card to the beneficiaries, by taking their
finger prints for identity. The finger prints would be registered. The beneficiaries can use that to get
treatment at any empanelled hospital as stated by Union Health Minister (JP Nadda). The scheme
was originally announced in the Union Budget in February. PM is reported to have issued token
health cards to some of the beneficiaries at the Prabhat Tara Maidan in Ranchi.

It is reported that 30 States and UTs have signed up for the scheme and are in the process of
empanelling the hospitals. It is estimated that 2,500 hospitals will be set up in Tier-ll and Tier-lll
cities as per the statement of PM Modi. He is reported to have said that this scheme will not
differentiate people on the basis of religion, caste, or location. His aim (as he claims) is to
ensure that poor must get all facilities that rich enjoy. The scheme is estimated to cost Rs.12,
000 crore annually. It will cover 1,300 ilinesses, (including cancer & heart disease and
preexisting illnesses. Private hospitals too will be part of this scheme. The amount of Rs. 5

lakh will cover investigations, medicines and pre-hospitalization expenses etc, according to
PM Modi.

This mega health insurance scheme is reported to be cashless and paperless benefits in any public/ private
empanelled hospitals across the country. There is no need to pay any premium, pre or post hospitalization
treatment charges; beneficiaries will be given letters for authentication and eligibility. It is reported that PM said
the first part of AB(heaith and wellness centres) was launched on Ambedkar's birth anniversary and the second
part (health assurance scheme) is being launched two days before Pandit Deendayal Upadhay's birth anniversary
. As per news reports, PM said 2,300 Health & Wellness Centres have been opened so far and the aim was to
have 15 lakh such centres by 2022. These centres will provide comprehensive primary health care covering
maternal and child health services and non-communicable diseases, and provision of free essential drug and
diagnostic services.

The poor performance of many Primary Health Care (PHCs) centres in the country is a proof of poor quality
health care. If the existing PHCs in rural India can function efficiently as per the plans, effective health care
could be guaranteed to the rural poor. If quality primary health services are guaranteed by the PHCs, then
there is no need for the health and wellness centres in rural areas at least. Efficient and effective
functioning of PHCs would take care of rural health. Schemes like Yeshaswini Health Insurance (of
Karnataka, launched in 2003) did benefit some rural residents. Some studies on functioning of Yeshswini
scheme has revealed some issues sighted by the beneficiaries as well as the service providers.
Beneficiaries complained that some private hospitals empanelled in the scheme refused treatment
either due to lack of vacant beds or due to issues related to non-payment by the government as
agreed. Some Private hospitals complained of ambiguity in the scheme itself. Initially the scheme

was welcomed by many mainly because of the less premium to be paid.

AB-PMJAY promises health insurance/assurance without any premium. How a massive 500
million people to benefit from the scheme (with Rs.5 lakh health insurance cover per family will be
worked out without any contribution from beneficiaries is not clear. The current allocation of
Rs.2, 000 crore for the scheme is less than what may be required to meet the obligations. The
Centre's allocation for health in2017-18 budget is 47,353 crore. (1.15% of GDP). Rs.1, 200 crore
has been allocated for 1.5 lakh sub-centres to build a new or upgrade to Health and Wellness
Centres. At present about 6,000 health centres do not have a female health worker and about

1, 00,000 centres do not have a male health worker. While PM claims this AB-PMJAY to be
world's biggest health assurance scheme, there are reports about China's Universal Health
Coverage programme to be much bigger. It is reported that china spends five times India's

per capita public health expenditure. Even countries like Brazil, Sri Lanka, and Thailand

have Universal Health Coverage besides European countries.
